Assessing and Controlling Corruption
 

This session will look at several key corruption issues facing USAID partner countries and will help EG officers to learn of possible program interventions that may have a substantial impact on assessing and controlling corruption. Tony Lanyi (IRIS Center) will speak about current methods for assessing (“measuring”) corruption, their uses and limitations, and improved methods focusing on corruption in specific sectors and institutions, including methods being developed under an E&E Bureau/IRIS project. Jamie Boex (Georgia State University) will present a current case study of corruption and of fiscal reform anti-corruption measures that have been implemented in Tanzania. Sergio Chitara, Director, Confederation of Mozambican Business Associations, will discuss the problems that his private sector groups have faced in Mozambique, with corruption as a barrier to trade and investment and the experience that they have had after several years of “public-private” collaboration to reform regulatory obstacles in Mozambique.
