New USAID Strategies: 
Dealing with Fragile States and the Agency’s Anti-Corruption Strategy

Fragile states have posed a growing problem since the end of the Cold War and are now recognized as a source of our nation’s most pressing security threats.  Corruption is widely recognized as a major constraint to development as well as a driver of fragility. This session will feature presentations on two new Agency strategies (currently in draft) that aim to address these central issues, and offer opportunities for comment and discussion on relevance to EG programs and policy recommendations. For the Agency’s strategy on Dealing with Fragile States, Melissa Brown (PPC) will outline a new analytical framework for identifying underlying causes of state failure and strategic, programmatic and operational approaches to arresting negative trends and advancing lasting recovery. For the Agency’s Anti-Corruption Strategy, Neil Levine (DCHA/DG) will present findings on the Agency’s current anti-corruption efforts, including the results of a recent field mission survey, and recommendations on how to advance the Agency’s efforts to combat corruption.
