Pro-Poor Economic Growth and Key Interventions
The concept of “pro-poor growth” has recently attracted considerable attention and controversy.  Even the definition has been a matter of debate:  it sounds good—it must be good—but exactly what does it mean?  More operationally, what policies and related investments help ensure that growth is pro-poor?  In this session, the presenters will first offer a working definition of pro-poor growth, and then turn to the main task of how to achieve it.  Both cross-country and country-specific evidence—including macro policies, institutional quality, and investments in human capital—will be examined for lessons on what countries can do to promote pro-poor growth.
